· Provides asset management and support of surgical instruments and trays belonging to or consigned to the facility.

· Accurately handles and cares for instruments appropriately, including appropriate selection of cleaning agents, lubricants, examination for function, identification and assembly and preparation for sterilization; retrieves malfunctioning instruments and ensures repairs are completed. 

· Performs required biological monitoring tests on all sterilizers according to established policy and procedures.
